ATTENDANCE for some children has been patchy in term one due to sickness.

Please keep us informed by the Parentmail App daily and ensure that any absences

are necessary. Good habits begin in nursery school... A child whose attendance

drops to 90% each year will, over their time at Primary School, have missed two whole terms of

learning!!

There is currently Chicken pox in nursery. Please remember that if your child is not well
enough to go outdoors s/he is not well enough to be in school.

We would also ask you to teach your child to wash their hands regularly and thoroughly especially
after going to the toilet and coughing /sneezing. Please take a look at the display in the entrance
hall. All staff in the nursery will be promoting regular and thorough handwashing in school.
